ALCID is a co-operative access scheme between the Libraries of Dublin City University, University College Cork, National University of Ireland Galway, National University of Ireland Maynooth, Royal College of Surgeons in Ireland, Royal Irish Academy, Trinity College Dublin, University College Dublin, University of Limerick, Mary Immaculate College, Mater Dei, St Patrick’s College Drumcondra, Dublin Institute of Technology

ALCID enables access to the collections of each of the participating libraries, without formality, on production of a common ALCID membership card for full-time academics, academic-related staff and registered students reading for postgraduate degrees. 

To obtain an ALCID card, please complete the form at url…XXX and take it to the reception/registration/information desk of your home institution’s library. Please ensure that you have your home library card with you as staff will need to check this before issuing your ALCID card. Your ALCID card, which is renewable annually (or when your home library card is renewed if this is in less than a year's time), will then be issued to you.

Please note that when you visit other university libraries using your ALCID card you will be subject to their regulations, which may differ in detail from those of your home library. It would be wise to familiarise yourself with those regulations as any serious infringement of them may result in the imposition of penalties in your own university library. You will be asked to show your home library card when you visit another member Library. There is no borrowing or home reading permitted with your ALCID card.

A Brief Guide to ALCID Libraries:

All Irish university libraries are legal deposit libraries for the Republic of Ireland. Trinity College Library is also a legal deposit library for the United Kingdom. The libraries of NUI, Maynooth, TCD, UCD and UL are European Documentation Centres.

Significant collections:

Major collections in most areas of the Arts, Humanities and Social Sciences are held in the Berkeley/Lecky/ Ussher Library. The Hamilton Library contains collections in Science, Engineering, Technology and Pre-Clinical Medicine. The John Stearne Library at St. James’s Hospital houses Clinical, Medicine, Surgery, Nutrition, Physiotherapy and Occupational Therapy.

The Old Library houses the Departments of Early Printed Books and Manuscripts. The EPB collections include over 300,000 works printed before 1901. Major strengths are in Irish and English printed books of all periods, Reformation pamphlets and 17th and 18th century French and Dutch books. Subjects covered in dept include Drama, Literature, Religion, Medicine and Science and there is an important collection of pre 1840 maps. The manuscript collections contain the College muniments, medieval manuscripts and a range of literary papers from Irish writers.
